How can | use this with my children?

These activities allow your child to practise
spotting and using contractions. They include
identifying the missing apostrophes, the words
that form a contraction and different contracted
forms of words.

How does this help my children’s learning?

Being able to identify contractions and the
words that form them, as well as how to use
apostrophes, is an important skill for your child
to learn, helping them to change the tone of
their writing.
